WELFARE CHEST 
          This months discussion will concern Hadassah 
and Joliet Area Community Hospice (JACH). 

 
Hadassah as we all know is known 

primarily for its medical care, first 

class hospitals, and ground break-
ing research.  Hadassah takes care 

of all who need care, not just Is-
raeli and/or Jew but Palestinians, 

Muslims; all who need their great 

care.  Originally Hadassah concen-
trated not just on medical care and public health but 

also eye disease, originally trachoma.  Trachoma is 
now mostly history in Israel but now the concentration 

is macular degeneration.  Hadassah is now trying to 
use stem cells to lessen the effects of macular degen-

eration.  Hadassah is also conducting clinical trials on 

patients with ALS and showing improvement.  Hadas-
sah is also trying a similar trial for MS patients.  Hadas-

sah also plants trees and helps to green up the desert.  
Hadassah works hard and the results show it. 

 

JACH helps persons to 
live out their end of life 

time with dignity, com-
fort, and as pain free as 

possible.  JACH oper-
ates in Will and surrounding counties and averages 

serving about 265 persons daily.  JACH serves not only 

the prime client but also their family with counseling, 
coping, and later bereavement.  JACH was the first 

hospice operation in Illinois to have its own free stand-
ing hospice campus home back more than 10 years 

ago and still operates this first class care facility.  JACH 

serves not only adults but also children and has a staff 
of over 135 dedicated and caring doctors, nurses, 

aides, therapists, chaplains, and social workers that 
work 24/7 -365 to supply care when needed.  In 2015 

JACH cared for 7160 patents but has passed that total 
so far just this year in 6 months.  JACH accepts Medi-

care, Medicaid, and private insurance but also never 

turns anyone down for lack of funding and last year 
provided over $660,000.00 in unreimbursed care as 

needed. 
 

          Obviously both providers deserve our continued
